Research and Advocacy
to Promote Anti-Corruption Policy

Project "Towards More Effective Anti-Corruption
Policy in Armenia" aimed at contributing to a more
effective anti-corruption policy implementation. Its aim
is to make the policy compliant to international
standards and include detection and public support
measures, along with the existing preventive ones.
Advocacy efforts of the project were targeted at the
decision makers as well as the general public to raise
the latter's awareness on the anti-corruption policy
implementation.

Research conducted by CRD/TI Armenia included a
phone survey of 1,500 households in Yerevan,
interviews with 25 experts and government officials
and focus group discussions with businesses,
journalists, NGOs and government officials. Research
was followed by analysis of the anti-corruption policy
and development of recommendations on its revision,
summarized in a publication and presented at the
stakeholders' workshop in October 2006. Anti-
corruption social ads with a focus on preventive,
detection and public support elements of an effective
anti-corruption policy were produced and broadcast
via 3 television channels throughout Armenia. The
project maintained the website with daily anti-
corruption news and a summary covering 12 print
media outlets on corruption-related matters.

CRD/TI Armenia will continue its advocacy efforts
throughout 2007 to ensure incorporation of its
recommendations to the country's Anti-corruption
Strategy and its Implementation Plan.

Research to Reveal
Public Perception on Corruption

Project "2006 Countrywide Survey on Public
Perception on Corruption in Armenia" was designed
to give people a voice for sharing their thoughts on
corruption, specify problematic areas, reveal
manifestations of corruption, and identify possible
solutions to combat corruption.

Survey methodology was based on CRD's 2002
country corruption survey to ensure an appropriate
comparison with the previous data. The 2006
representative sample of 1,500 randomly selected
households covered all provinces (marzes) of
Armenia, along with Yerevan City. The sample was
proportionally distributed over 31 urban and 40 rural
settlements, involving respondents of all gender, age,
education, income and occupation groups.

The publication of the survey results will be
distributed widely and introduced to state officials,
businesses, civil society experts, international
organizations and journalists, who can provide input
to the development of more effective anti-corruption
policy in Armenia.

Research to Assess
the Quality of Services in the Field of Agriculture

Project "Armenia Rural Enterprise and Small Scale
Agriculture Assessment" targeted the situation in the
agricultural sector to develop recommendations for
improvement of service delivery by the Regional
Agriculture Support Centers (RASC) and divisions of
the Small and Medium Enterprise Development
National Center (SMEDNC) to enhance livelihood of
the rural population.

The project focused on the communication between
the mentioned institutions and users of their services
as well as that between the rural population and local
government bodies. It included review of the relevant
legislation and literature as well as social research. A
survey of 400 households was conducted in 20
villages of Shirak, Tavush, Aragatsotn, Gegharquniq
and Syuniq marzes of Armenia. Participatory
assessment through interviews and group
discussions engaged the heads of RASC and
SMEDC.

Assessment results were meant to provide a basis for
making recommendations on how to promote the
effectiveness of communication among various
stakeholders and improve the quality of the service
delivery.

Monitoring to Improve Implementation of PRSP

Project "Monitoring of the Implementation of Poverty
Reduction Strategy Program (PRSP) and Donor
Assistance Programs in Secondary Education in
Shirak Marz of Armenia" was designed to contribute
to the reduction of poverty in Armenia through
fostering effectiveness of reforms in the field of
secondary education.

The project utilized various methodologies of public
monitoring at a marz level (focus group discussions,
surveys, in-depth interviews, etc.). Monitoring was
conducted for outcome and output indicators of the
PRSP approved by the Government of Armenia as
well as for the process of implementation of
measures.

In spring 2006, the project held focus group
discussions to reveal factors that affect the quality of
secondary education. Participants included 220
people from 36 settlements (8 urban and 28 rural) in
Shirak marz - school principals, teachers and parents
of students.

In fall the project conducted in-depth interviews with
school principals to collect data on the monitoring
indicators set forth by PRSP and implementation of
measures, as well as to receive their suggestions on
improvement of the education section within the
PRSP document, which is in process of being
revised.

Monitoring results will be analyzed, published and
presented to the stakeholders in 2007. It is
anticipated that project outcomes include increased
transparency and accountability of state entities
responsible for secondary education as well as the
increased awareness of the Shirak marz stakeholders
on the purpose, objectives and implementation of
activities of PRSP.

Monitoring to Increase Transparency
in Election Processes and Procurement

Project "Transparency of Regulations and Processes
in 2007 Parliamentary Election Campaign Finance
and MCA-Armenia Public Procurement” targeted two
major affairs to take place in 2007 - the parliamentary
elections and Millennium Challenge Account (MCA) -
Armenia program.

The first component - the monitoring of parliamentary
elections campaign - focused on the financial flows —
revenues and expenditures of political parties and the
use of administrative resource. The methodology
included legal review and assessment of the political
situation in the country, scrutinization of media
coverage for election-related news and estimation of
campaign costs.

The second component - monitoring of public
procurement - concentrated on the respective
operations of MCA-Armenia as well as on practices at
national level.

The project will result in raised awareness of
stakeholders on the transparency of electoral and
public procurement processes and development of
recommendations for improvement of legislation,
procedures and enforcement.

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Advocacy to Raise Public
Awareness on Corruption Issues

CRD/TI Armenia representatives continued activities
towards raising awareness of citizens on governance
and corruption matters. Throughout 2006, they
participated in televised debates, held lectures and
presentations for various organizations including the
World Bank, Freedom House, Open Society Institute
Assistance Foundation - Armenia, Birthright Armenia,
Yerevan Press Club, etc.

In addition, the year was marked with meetings and
discussions with representatives of foreign
governments and international organizations,
including the US, British and French Governments,
EC Delegation, the World Bank, NATO, OSCE Office
for Democratic Institutions and Human Rights,
Millennium Challenge Corporation, etc.

Freedom House "Nations in Transit 2006" publication
and US Embassy "Human Rights Report on Armenia"
quoted CRD/TI Armenia studies. The organization's
experts developed the chapter on corruption control
of the "2006 Report on Monitoring of Democratic
Developments in Armenia", which is to be published
by Yerevan Press Club in 2007.

Advocacy to Safeguard Democratic Values

In 2006, CRD/TI Armenia, in cooperation with other
NGOs, continued advocacy and lobbying against
certain provisions of the Draft Law on Lobbying,
which could threaten participation of NGOs in
decision-making.

The organization participated in the letter campaign
addressed to respective state institutions and held
meetings with responsible officers at the Ministry of
Justice and President's Office. Advocacy efforts of
NGOs resulted in freezing the passage of the Draft
Law on Lobbying in the National Assembly.

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Providing Civil Society Input
to Improve the Quality of the Country Report

CRD/TI Armenia provided comments to the country's
progress report developed by the Anti-Corruption
Network for transition economies (ACN) of the
Organization for Economic Cooperation and
Development (OECD) regarding the implementation
of twenty four OECD expert recommendations as
presented by the Armenian Government.

In September 2006, the organization assisted the
OECD/ACN in holding a discussion with local NGOs.
The event revealed corruption-related problems in
specific areas of the NGOs expertise and highlighted
the importance of promotion of law enforcement

Use of Complaint Mechanisms to
Promote Armenia's Compliance with Its
International Obligations

In April 2006, CRD/TI Armenia received a response
from the Compliance Committee of the UN Economic
Commission for Europe Convention on Access to
Information, Public Participation and Access to
Justice in Environmental Matters (Aarhus Convention)
regarding the communication submitted in September
2004. The latter document was presented by CRD/TI
Armenia and partner organizations and referred to the
non-compliance of the Government of Armenia with
its obligations under the Aarhus Convention in relation
to the development of the Dalma Orchards area in
Yerevan.

The Compliance Committee acknowledged the non-
compliance of the country with its obligations under
the convention and provided recommendations to
ensure its implementation, including concrete steps to
be taken by 2008. The organization and partners held
a series of actions, such as stakeholder discussion,
press conference and dissemination of Compliance
Committee conclusions, which resulted in the Prime
Minister's assignment to create an inter-ministerial
commission to develop a proposal for improvement of
the country's performance.
